3. Existing Business Updates
a. National Transportation Knowledge Network
Bob Sweet:
Communities of Practice (CoP) launching soon. Stephanie sent out invitation to the RAC listserv. Everyone is welcome. Three CoPs – 508 Compliance, Cooperative Digitization, and Library Advocacy. 
508 Compliance CoP hopes to bring everyone together to share knowledge. Cooperative Digitization CoP becoming more important as remote work continues will share knowledge of other agencies. Library Advocacy CoP discussing the value of transportation libraries. Transportation libraries closing affect all of us. Will help understand the value of the transportation libraries and intellectual capital that libraries provide. Non-librarians could get great value out of the CoP. 
Continue to do monthly Transportation Librarians Roundtables. Everyone is invited and welcome to attend. 
Stephanie will share Communities of Practice invitation to the CCTF list.. 

b. Council of University Transportation Centers
Tom O’Brien:
Follow-up: part of the Summer CUTC meeting, hosting a special virtual panel on June 16th at 11:00 PT/2:00ET. Will share outreach and survey of publication issues. Issues with prior publication and self-plagiarism topic of panel. Conducted a survey, provide examples of when PI submissions were rejected by the journal and how state DOTs as partners can help resolve those issues. Enid White, WyDOT, and Jennifer Herron, MDOT, will also be providing input. 
AASHTO co-sponsor CUTC webinar series Changing the TIDE in Transportation. May 20th will be the fourth webinar on Advancing equity in transportation research. Both academia and research worlds joining together for the webinar. Dr. Regan Patterson will also be presenting. More information is available on the CUTC website at MyCUTC.org

c. Research Program and Project Management (RPPM) for Transportation website, Funding Guidebook, and Unfunded Problem Statements
Sue Sillick sent update to Stephanie:
RPPMG next meeting May 20th, content and marketing group. Info is posted on RPPM website. Also contains the funding guidebook. 
Innovation at AASHTO: No updates available at this time. 
Jeff Zaharewicz: 
STIC and EDC updates. Encourage everyone to visit EDC website. Info will be available through the calendar year. Quick registration to access content to over 245 items. Open period for 2021 STIC Excellence Awards. Looking for states and STICS who have done something notable and been very successful and advancing culture of innovation at their institutions. Nominations due first part of July. Good opportunity to celebrate good activities going on across the country. EDC concluded in December 2020. Highlight level of deployment goals – demonstration assessments and institutional … deployment highest so far. 
EDC 6: states have submitted commitments. Next steps? All states have made their interests know to FHWA. Baseline report in the works and will give everyone an idea of greatest level of interest and which states are pursuing what topics. Very early stages of getting implementation ready. Stay in touch with FHWA by subscribing to EDC newsletter to stay up to date. 

d. Innovation at AAHSTO: NCHRP 20-123(09), Innovation Community of Practice, AASHTO Innovation Initiative 
Panel nomination due April; 30th. Sue chairs panel. Project is looking at just how surveys are done and sent out to the AASHTO community.
